Tipos de Ayuda Financiera

Subvenciones

Las subvenciones son muy deseables porque no necesitan ser reembolsadas. Para ser
elegible para la mayoria de las subvenciones, debe presentar la FAFSA.

e Becas
o Las becas se otorgan para recompensar talentos especiales, promover el rendimiento académico y
apoyar a las personas con necesidades financieras o circunstancias de vida inusuales.

e Estudio de Trabajo
o  El estudio laboral federal ayuda a los estudiantes con necesidades financieras a pagar su educacién
al proporcionar un trabajo de medio tiempo dentro o fuera del campus.

Necesitan ser reembolsados:

Préstamos

e Un préstamo es dinero que usted pide prestado y debe reembolsar con intereses
durante un periodo de tiempo especifico. Cuando se manejan con cuidado, los
préstamos pueden ser una inversién responsable en su futuro.



BECAS BASADAS EN EL MERITO

Muchas becas se otorgan a los estudiantes en funcién de sus logros académicos
(calificaciones y puntajes de examenes estandarizados). Algunas universidades consideraran
automaticamente a los estudiantes para becas basadas en el mérito cuando presenten su
solicitud.

SCHOLARSHIPS - SPECIAL CONSIDERATION

e Military - If you have a parent who is currently in the military or has served in the
military, you may be eligible for Yellow Ribbon Schools or the GI Bill.

e First Generation - If neither of your parents have attended college in the United
States, you are considered a first generation student. Special scholarships are
often available for first generation students.

Talk with your counselor or with Mrs.
Barnes if you meet one of these
definitions to see how you may be able to
get more money for college!




LOANS & GRANTS: What is the FAFSA?

The FAFSA is the Free Application for Federal Student Assistance.

If you have a social security number, you can apply for help paying for college using
the FAFSA.

The FAFSA should be completed during a student’s senior year of high school.
Students can fill out the FAFSA at:

LOANS & GRANTS: What is the VASA?

The VASA is the Virginia Alternative State Aid Application.

It is an alternative option to the FAFSA for students who are undocumented, DACA
recipients, certain non-immigrants or are otherwise ineligible to complete the FAFSA

application.

How Financial Aid Works

Seniors fill out the FAFSA or VASA in the fall - including all colleges where you apply

Once accepted, colleges will access the FAFSA or VASA information to determine a
financial aid package. The colleges will inform students what their financial aid
package will be (how many loans/grants/work study etc.)

Students use that information to help make a decision about which college they will
attend
