Winner of three Tony Awards, URINETOWN is a hilarious musical satire of the legal system, capitalism, social irresponsibility, populism, bureaucracy, and musical theatre itself. Inspired by the works of Bertolt Brecht and Kurt Weill, URINETOWN is an irreverently humorous satire in which no one is safe from scrutiny. 
In a Gotham-like city, a terrible water shortage, caused by a 20-year drought, has led to a government-enforced ban on private toilets. The citizens must use public amenities, regulated by a single malevolent company that profits by charging admission for one of humanity’s most basic needs. Amid the people, a hero decides that he’s had enough and plans a revolution to lead them all to freedom.

“I have wanted to direct URINETOWN for a very long time,” said director Phillip Reid. “The humor is so biting and clever, and this story is incredibly relevant. What happens when we think only of today? If we stay the course and not consider what tomorrow has in store, then we may fall victim just like the characters in the show. What seems like the right way isn’t always the best way, and this show accurately portrays that in a comedic nature.”

“URINETOWN is a satirical spin on the corruption in businesses with light-hearted humor and absurd characters,” noted Alexandra Lagos who plays the heroine Hope. “Its impressive and complicated score is showcased through musical numbers that are entertaining for all audiences.
